A review of horror cinema from the silent films to contemporary
ones including often missed gemsBy Wayne KleinAuthor Jonathan Rigby argues that horror films are about moments
noting that a less than perfect film can have a series of worthwhile moments that can elevate it beyond the mundane.
It's a pretty compelling argument and Rigby uses his broad interpretation of horror filmsto argue his point. That's a
good thing because some of the filmsincluded in his book "Studiesin Terror: Landmarks of Horror Cinema" are often
overlooked gems. Rigby touches on everything from classic silent horror films (" The Cabinet of Dr. Caligari”, "The
Golem"), classics from the 1930's and 40's ("Frankenstein", "The Old Dark House"),Hammer horror films ("Brides of
Dracula’, "Frankenstein Must Be Destroyed!"), Amicus (" The House That Dripped Blood") and covers more
contemporary work as well ("Rosemary's Baby", "The Exorcist”, "The Exorcist 111", "The Changling”,"Ringu", "The
Descent"). Many of these works are underrated and were missed or dismissed when they were first released while
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others may have had only asmall cult following.Rigby devotes roughly two pages (sometimes more if the film
deserves it)to each film providing a brief synposis aswell as analysis of WHY the film isimportant. There'salso a
brief article on some of the other films released the same year. Y ou may disagree with Rigby as to whether or not all
or any of these films deserve to be included BUT the author makes a pretty good case for almost every film included.
Even if thereisafilm that, perhaps, doesn't deserve inclusion Rigby helpsto uncover aworthwhile film that was
missed.The only flaw with the book isthat | felt many of the films deserved more discussion by Rigby. It would have
been fascinating to have a more involved essay on a handful of the lesser known films featured in this book with a
section set up like the rest of this book focusing on some of the better known films. Having said that, I'm sure that
even Rigby would agree the best thing to do is not to just read about the films but experience them and he gives
readers the desire to do so.Printed on heavy duty paper and handsomely bound, "Studiesin Terror" reminds me a bit of
some of the older coffee table books on horror films but with more detail and insights than many of those
books.Featuring an introduction by author Mark Gatiss and generoudly illustrated with both black white stills as well
as images from the original posters for many of the filmsincluded by Rigby.
